Cashless campus

All our food outlets only take payment
by card. If you don’t want to use a debit
or credit card whilst on campus you can
register for a food card.

Our food card system is debitrak. Once you’ve
enrolled you will need to take your Student ID
card to the Finance Office to sign up to the
scheme. Once your card has been added you'’ll
need to register for an account with debitrak
which will allow you to add funds to your card.
